The Survival Kit

A survival Kit is a package of basic tools and supplies, prepared in advance, as an aid to survival in an emergency. Aircraft, lifeboats, military personal, and normal people can prepare and store such kits.

Survival kits vary in size, and contain supplies and tools to provide a person with basic shelter against the elements, in order to keep them warm, meet their health and first aid needs, provide water, signal to rescuers, and assist in helping the user to find their way back to safety.

Most nations governments recommend that citizens prepare an emergency kit that is easy to carry and use in the event of an emergency or natural disaster. 

The scenario: There has been a major natural disaster in East China. All major forms of support have been cut off, including: communications, utilities, public transport and medical assistance. This class has formed two teams of survivors, and are attempting to travel further west to find help, you have both arrived at RT Mart (大润发), and must decide on what items you will take with you on your journey.

Directions: First you must elect a leader of each team. The leader's responsibility is to control the groups plans, they will have the final say in all discussions. Secondly, you must elect an official, their job is to record all decisions that the group makes and then present them to the class. 
Now consider the list of items you have discovered (below), and rank them in order of importance for the journey (1 being the most important), work together as a team, and remember it may be some time until you reach help! Be prepared to explain why you ranked these items as you did...
